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Synopsis.

At the end of ALIEN 4, RIPLEY, the heroine of many encounters with the Alien arrives back on Earth with a small gang of new friends. 

We pick up her story immediately.

She is the sole survivor of an encounter with border guards on Earth and falls into the clutches of a Corporation run by ROBINSONN.

Although the Corporation know that she is a clone, they do not realise she is also a Human - Alien hybrid. 

They believe she is a highly resilient mutation. They repair her injuries then use her genetic information and Bio samples, plus data they have acquired from The Nostromo: RIPLEYS’ first ship, in a project to grow Robot/Droid’s in Hominoid host’s at their Moon base.

The project spectacularly fails and an Alien is created which escapes to Earth with Moon base personnel as they flee the disaster.

On Earth in a major futuristic city, the Alien wreaks havoc and carnage. Marines attempt to deal with it and pursue it to a huge Sky Tower complex. They meet with total failure. 

Throughout, Ripley experiences disturbing dreams and visions of creatures and factories on the dying ALIEN world.

She starts to believe that the ALIEN on Earth knows of her presence through a mutual telepathic communion and that it wants to use RIPLEY as a host… to breed.

RIPLEY decides reluctantly but with the assistance of TURNER, an Android who has befriended her and is ROBINSONN’S chief of staff, to go the Sky Tower’s complex in the City to find and destroy the Alien.

She and TURNER succeed but he is gravely injured in the attempt. 

ROBINSONN has other plans for RIPLEY and an ALIEN EGG he has retrieved. A fight to the death ensues between RIPLEY and ROBINSONN.

RIPLEY escapes with the dying TURNER who takes her to a place of safety in a remote forest.

We leave RIPLEY, on Earth, her home… again, she’s on her own.
